If you, your family or friends are coming to the
U.S. on Visa Waiver Program, please make sure
to complete Electronic System for Travel
Authorization (ESTA) online prior to travel to avoid
a risk of being refused to take their flights.
Beginning January 20, they started initiating a 60-
day transition to enforced ESTA compliance for
air carriers; travelers without an approved ESTA
may not be allowed to board a plane to the
